






Community Park update

The Park committee has been working diligently behind the scenes to get 
approval from the county for our site plan for the community park.  We 
are certified and approved for the hearings to change the zoning from AR 
(Agricultural-Residential) to PO (Public Ownership) of the parcel of land 
that the park will be located on. Once approved at the county commission 
meeting we then proceed with the site plan approval which should go 
smoothly and take approximately 60 days to complete, which should put 
us at June for Final approval by the county to begin work on the park 
site.   It has been determined and will be required due to the change in 
zoning status that once the land has been approved for use as a Public 
Park that the land will be deeded to SIRWCD.  At that time the land will 
no longer be personal  property and will be owned by SIRWCD, with 
funding  coming from Twisty Pines Playground Foundation to complete 
the improvements on the land.   
We are in great need of help in clearing dead trees on the property as 
well as over all clean up to allow for the next phases of the site prep.  We 
hope to have the parking lot , perimeter fencing and landscaping com-
plete prior to the deed change.  We will be planning a work day at the 
park soon.  Please check your emails and both 
www.twistypinesplayground.org and www.mypbce.org for more informa-
tion on dates and times.   

Residents concerned about Vandalism,
Crime and Littering in PBCE

It has come to our attention that there has been increased 
vandalism and theft in our neighborhood.  This concern has 
been voiced by residents when they sent in their dues money 
as one of the number one concerns.  As residents we would 
all like to see heightened security to keep our valuables and 
our families safe.  We as an association have requested that 
the PBSO increase their patrols in our neighborhood and they 
have agreed to increase patrols.  We as a neighborhood also 
need to step up and keep an eye out on our neighbors 
homes and watch for any illegal or questionable activity.  The 
association is working on scheduling the PBSO to attend our 
May landowner’s meeting to discuss a neighborhood watch 
program.  In the past PBSO has stated that due to the size of 
our neighborhood that we would need to have multiple sec-
tions of watch groups.  If you are interested in being a part of 
this, begin talking to your neighbors now to start forming a 
group near your home and come to the meeting in May to 
learn more about starting these groups.  Both of these ac-
tions will also help with another concern residents have 
voiced which is the dangerous speed of drivers in our 
neighborhood.  Please slow down and remember that your 
dangerous speeds can affect the life of many others.  Parents 
if you have teenage drivers PLEASE speak with them about 
their driving and remind them that many young children are 
out on these roads.   
Another one of the main concerns stated in the forms resi-
dents sent in with their dues was the littering that has been 
going on in the neighborhood.  As a community we can help 
solve this problem as well.  If we can get multiple groups to-
gether that are willing to devote time to clean up separate 1 
mile sections of road,  we can quickly get the neighborhood 
cleaned up.  The county has a program that many people 
surely have seen before, the adopt a road program.  In this 
program, the group that adopts the road must be willing to 
clean this roadway 4 times a year  for 2 years.   The County 
Engineering Department posts Adopt-A-Road signs display-
ing the group's name, conducts safety orientations, provides  
safety equipment and litter bags and picks up the bagged 
litter at specified locations.   If you are interested in this pro-
gram contact any of the Landowner’s board members and we 
will get the county involved to start this program going.
