Members of the Park and Playground committee had a 

meeting with county representatives on July 16, 

regarding the development of our park. Members of 

the community met with Commissioner Karen Marcus 

and county parks planners. 

 

At our meeting we requested input from both Zoning 

and Parks on how to develop this parcel. It was 

recommended we develop the property as a 

"neighborhood park". We discussed the county zoning 

regulations related to this type of park. It would be a 

permitted use in AR/ RR2.5. and is within the Exurban 

Tier.   Committee members were given copies of the 

zoning and park provisions from the Unified Land 

Development Code.   Planners gave input on the 

layout of the park as well as examples of 
neighborhood park designs. 

 
We agreed at end of meeting that we would hire an 

agent to process the application for the Park through 

the Building Permit Review process.  Staff can provide 

input on the application once a technical drawing is 

finalized. We can get input at a county DRO Meeting 

by submitting a Pre-Conference Application, which is 

held once a month.  We discussed drainage, parking  

and transplanting existing native vegetations as other 

issues we need to contend with on this site.  They 

recommended we possibly reduce the activities on the 

site to accommodate drainage which will be reviewed 

during building permit review process. The park 

cannot have designated onsite parking per Zoning 

regulations. We are going to deal with this by 

encouraging users to walk or bike to the site.  There are 

other options we are also discussing. With respect to 

relocating trees from the front entrance they 

recommend we relocate the oaks along the 

perimeter where the required landscape buffer will be 

required.  Once our Agent reviews the site layout they 

can suggested how to reserve  the slash pines and a 

Landscape Inspector can visit the site.   Also,   

Commissioner Marcus was going to speak to 

Engineering about using some of the palms at the front 

entrance in the Jog Rd. project in exchange for other 

trees for the park.  We feel the meeting went very well 

we are on our way to building an outstanding 
community park.
